The main goal of this two-semester sequence (MA 440/540, MA 441/541) is developing the craft
of writing mathematical proofs, illustrated on the concepts familiar from calculus.

MA 440/540 will cover the Real Numbers, Sequences and Series, Basic Topology of the Real Line,
and Functional Limits and Continuity, while MA 441/541 will cover the Derivative, Sequences and
Series of Functions, and the Riemann Integral (the topics correspond to the chapters in the text).
