Facilities and Equipment

The CHRU opened in 2009 on
the 7t floor of Dearth Tower,
Children’s of Alabama. A new
and expanded 2,547sf unit
opened on the 3rd floor of
Dearth Tower in May 2017. The
previously designated CHRU
space on the 7th floor of Dearth
Tower has now become a CHRU
Satellite.
