Caffeine may help reduce the risk and severity of acute kidney
injury (AKI) in preterm neonates according to a new study
published in JAMA Pediatrics by translational researcher Dr.
David Askenazki, Professor, UAB Dept. of Pediatrics and Director,
UAB and Children's of Alabama's Pediatric and Infant Center for
Acute Nephrology, and his Assessment of Worldwide Acute
Kidney Injury Epidemiology in Neonates (AWAKEN) colleagues.
AKI occurs in one out of every four preterm neonates and is
associated with increased hospital stays, morbidity, and mortality.
Askenazai leads the National Kidney Collaborative, a CCTS
collaborative platform that seeks to improve outcomes in neonates
at risk for AKI. More

. New Blood Test Could Replace Routine Colonoscopies
Researchers from two CCTS Partner Network institutions-
HudsonAlpha Institute of Biotechnology and UAB-recently
announced they have developed a test that can identify people with
colon polyps. The blood serum test detects changes in RNA
molecules associated with polyps and could replace the
discomfort of routine colonoscopies (most especially their prep),
increasing the number of those 50+ who get screened and treated
to prevent colon cancer. More
