Did You Know?

CCTS Child Health Research Unit Co-Director and Director of the
Gregory Fleming James Cystic Fibrosis Center Dr. Steven Rowe
is lead author of a recent paper in The New England Journal of
Medicine describing an effective two-drug treatment for cystic
fibrosis. Dr. Rowe's study found the combination of tezacaftor and
ivacaftor improved lung function by nearly 7 percent compared to a
placebo and by 2 percent compared to ivacaftor alone. The
treatment would improve the quality of life for up to half of all CF
patients. Rowe is "extremely excited about the next generation of
medications currently under development, which could constitute
a triple-combination therapy approach" that would positively affect
up to 90 percent of people with CF. More
